Dit brengt het totaal aantal
projecten nu op 42. Binnen de Erfgoed Deal maken verschillende
partijen afspraken over het behoud en het gebruik van erfgoed bij de
grote ruimtelijke opgaven van dit moment.

Klimaatbestendige Leidse binnenstad

De historische binnenstad van Leiden is het economische en toeristische hart van de
regio. Door de dichte hebouwing, maar ook door vaak stenige inrichting is de
binnenstad vatbaar voor hittestress. De vraag is hoe de historische binnenstad ook in
de toekomst aantrekkelijk blijft voor bewoners en bezoekers en tegelijkertijd de unieke
historische kwaliteiten versterkt worden. Gemeente Leiden gaat samen met
kennispartners onderzoek doen naar de klimaatopgave voor de binnenstad en naar de
historische groen- en blauwstructuren. De bhevindingen van de onderzoeksfase worden
toegepast in een toolbox waarmee in drie verschillende uitvoeringsprojecten gewerkt
wordt aan de Leidse grachtenstad van de toekomst.

DOEZASTRAAT GUNPOWDER EXPLOSION

The Doezastraat Area: used to be a canal and
after a gunpowder disaster of 1807 reformed
as a wide street that ends in the Van der Werf
Park.

CITYHALL FIRE

In 1929, the city hall of Leiden fell to flames
under very special circumstances.

The construction dates back to the late Mid-
dle Ages and early Renaissance, reflecting the
architectural influences of that era.
